who with the referee’s permission may enter the field at any stage of the game (no limit to number of subs during game)

   Age Limits

All players shall meet the appropriate age qualifications as at 1st September 2007. Should any reasonable query arise, proof of age may be required, e.g. Garforth League registration cards or birth certificate.

   Registration

Team managers to register their teams by 10.00 a.m. Players cannot

play for more than one team during today’s tournament. Any team found to be playing an ineligible player will be barred from the remainder of the competition.

   Conduct

Each team manager will be held responsible for his/her team’s conduct and also it’s supporters.

   Leagues

a) Each team will consist of two leagues of four teams.



Games to be played starting with group A then group B and so on. Each team will be awarded 3 points for a win and 1 point for a draw. The top two teams of each league will go forward to the semi-finals. Winners v 2nd place team of opposite leagues to play each other.



Where points are equal, positions will be decided by goal difference.



If still equal, most goals scored. If still equal, positions will be decided by penalties, 5 each, then sudden death.

   Duration

League games  -  7 minutes each way. No break for half time

   Of Games

Semi-finals      -  7 minutes each way. 



Final                -  7 minutes each way. 



Should a semi-final or the final result in a draw at full time, then 2 minutes each way will be played. If teams are still level after extra time, then penalties will decide the result, 5 penalties each then sudden death. The only permissible play after the above periods will be added on by the referee, (for injuries or time wasting) or for the taking of penalties.
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Time wasting
The referee will award a free-kick against teams for deliberate time

& injuries
wasting. The referee will stop the game to allow treatment of injuries. It is the responsibility of the referee and team managers to ensure the minimum of delays occur.

Sendings Off
Players sent off will be barred from taking part in the rest of the tournament

Rules
Normal F.A. Mini-soccer rules apply. However please note;


All free-kicks are direct. NO GOAL KICKS.

Goalkeepers must throw the ball out from the area, under-arm. The ball cannot be thrown over half way by the goalkeeper (i.e. the ball must bounce or be played in the keepers own half). The goalkeeper can roll the ball to himself (but clearly cannot then pick the ball up) and the ball must leave the area before he can kick it.


Infringement of this rule will result (only) in the goalkeeper re-taking the throw out.


These goalkeeping rules can be changed for the youngest age groups only with the agreement of all the team managers & referees involved.

The goalkeeper can pick up the ball from a throw-in or a back pass. Outfield players are allowed in the penalty area.

Goalkeepers are allowed out of their penalty area, (but obviously cannot pick up the ball.

There are no offsides. 

The opposing team must stand 9 feet from a free-kick, a corner or a centre kick-off.

All age groups to play with size 4 footballs (except U15s & above).

The referee’s decision will be final. 

Results
It is the responsibility of the winning team manager to register each game’s results at the information centre.

 It is the responsibility of each team manager to ensure that their team’s results are correctly entered on the master scoreboard.

Team Colours
In the event of a colour clash, good sense will prevail.
